Assignments for Lord of the Flies

As you read the novel, be an active reader—mark, highlight, or make notes as you see fit
so that you may more easily find specific passages. You will also complete a dialectical
journal for the book as follows:

a. Use a ruler to divide subsequent pages neatly into two columns. Label the first
column “Quote” and the second “Response”.

b. Copy quotes from the novel that stand out to you in the first column. Include
the page number. Highlight in yellow word(s) or phrase(s) of interest.

c. In the second column, write an explanation of why you chose this particular
quote. Your explanation may be a statement, or it may be a question that the
quote brought up for you. DO NOT RESTATE THE QUOTE.

*You should have a minimum of 30 entries; these should cover the entirety of the book.
